CITY OF OZAWKIE
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
April 12, 1999

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schuenight at 7:03 P.M.
Members present: Roger Bostwick, Mark Larson, William Rivera,
and new Councilman Elect, Chris Caldwell. Eric Buckman arrived
at 7:05 P.M,

Citizen Comments: Jay Harrison congratulated the newly elected
councilmen and noted that he enjoyed the race. He also inquired
about the status of the new Ozawkie Sign. G. Smith responded
that the sign is being provided by the Ozawkie 0dd Fellows noting
that the foundation is in place, ready for the monument upon
completion by the stone mason.

Janice Brasher expressed her appreciation for the opportunity to
run for office and extended thanks to those who voted for her.
She also inquired as to the possibility of placing a DEAD END
sign on the North end of Delaware Drive, noting that signs might
also be beneficial for other culdesacs. Brasher related her
interest in being considered for appointment to serve the
unexplred term of John Smith. John and Connie Smith will soon be
relocating to Jefferson City, Missouri where John has accepted an
appointment as the Director, Division of Credit Unions for the
State of Missouri. Mayor Schuenlght added that the sign issue
had been considered by prior Councils, but the issue could be
again discussed at a future meeting.

Steve Stanton suggested that the Jefferson County Sheriff
Department be contacted regarding the possibility of providing an
Officer in a marked car from 8 A.M. till Noon on the day of the
Garage Sales. He noted that the County has provided this service
at other public events. Mayor Schuenight indicated that he would
contact Sheriff Dunnaway to discuss the possibility.

Agenda Item #2 - Approval of Meeting Agenda
Motion by Larson, seconded by Buckman, to approve the Meeting
Agenda as presented. Motion Carried.

Agenda Item #3 - Approval of Consent Items

Motion by Larson, seconded by Rivera, to approve the Consent
Items consisting of the Minutes of the 3/8/99 Regular Meeting and
the 3/31/99 Treasurer's report. Motion Carried.

Agenda Item #4 - Reports

Street Commissioner Rivera stated that as his last official act,
he recommended acceptance of Items 3 & 4 of the 3/29/99 Andrews
Asphalt quotatlon to provide a 1 1/2" overlay on Delaware Drive
from Valley View Ct. North to Kansa Drive noting that the details
would be discussed as Agenda Item #7.

Utility Commissioner Buckman commented that he found Smith's
letter to Kansas Rural Water Association regarding Consumer
Confidence Reports interesting. Larson inquired about the status
of information regarding the feasibility of fluoridation of our
water supply. Smith responded that he supported the concept of
the Consumer Confidence Report recently mandated by Congress,
however, as is with most every Federal requirement, the
complex1ty will likely confuse consumers more than inform unless
the format is simplified. On the issue of fluoridation, Smith
noted that 1n his opinion, even though fluoride is 1nexpen51ve,
the safety issues involved in handling along with the additional
required monitoring far exceed the benefit to our small system.
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Park Commissioner Bostwick noted that the new trees are greening
up and that school personnel were planting grass seed around the
basketball court area in the park from which dirt needed in
construction of a concrete pad for the school playground was
provided to the Middle School. He requested that the Clerk
contact A-1 Portable Toilet Rental to have a porta-potty
delivered to the park before May 1. Larson inquired about
parking near the shelter house to which Bostwick responded that
the prep work is more expensive than the asphalt. He added that
parking needed to be well planned and coordinated with future
street overlays on Kansa in order to be cost effective. Smith
reported that he ordered two covers for the trash barrels located
on the playground.

Law Enforcement Commissioner Larson noted that Smith's Night
Watchman Report indicated no significant incidents in the Month
of March. He recommended considering the sale of '92 Crown
Victoria police car. Discussion followed regarding the condition
of other City vehicles. The Clerk was asked to obtain a blue
book value of the vehicle and to bring the purchase documents and
maintenance records to the next meeting. He reported that yard
light remainders were mailed in February and most were now
operating. Larson reminded the Body of the prior decision to
establish a date for a Special meetlng for the purpose of touring
the City to note and address potential abandoned vehicle
violations.

City Clerk Smith read a letter of resignation from John Smith
received on April 11 and effective April 12, 1999.

Clerk Smith administered the Oath of Office to Roger Bostwick,
Eric Buckman, and newly elected Councilman, Chris Caldwell.

Item #5 - Liability & Property Insurance Renewal-W/R Item 29
Following discussion, Motion by Larson, to renew the property,
auto, and liability policies per the Employers Mutual Insurance
Company quotation totaling $4415.00. The premium summary is as
follows: Commercial Property $692.00, General Liability $558.00,
Inland Marine $360.00, Business Auto $1394 00, Dlrectors/Offlcers
& Law Enforcement $1311.00, and Employee Dishonesty 5100.,00.
Eric Buckman asked if approprlate premium adjustments would be
appllcable if the patrol car is sold. Smith advised that he was
sure it would but will confirm prior to formally acceptlng the
renewal proposal. Motion seconded by Buckman. Motion Carried.

Agenda Item #6 - Approval of April 12, 1999 Warrant Register
Eric Buckman 1nqu1red of Warrant Register Item #3, the $50.00
retainer fee paid to the Munlclpal Judge each month Smith
informed council that Municipal Court has only been held once in
the last three years. It was the consensus to discuss the
necessity for a retainer and a Municipal Court with the City
Attorney. Motion by Buckman, seconded by Larson to approve the
April Warrant Register totaling $11,617.65. Motion Carried.

Agenda Items #7 & #9 - 1999 Contract Street Work-Andrews Asphalt
Smith advised that the funds are insufficient to complete all
quoted streets with either the 1 1/2" or 2" overlay options. He
noted that it would be his recommendation to accept only Items 3
& 4 of the quotation using the 1 1/2" overlay totaling $28,620.00
which would allow all of the Delaware area quoted to be completed
which he feels is a priority due to the rapid deterioration. He
also referenced the letter from Teri Davis, 107 Sunset Ct.,
stating that no easement existed for drainage from a road tube
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located near their property line and requesting that the tube be
moved to ellmlnate excess runoff which erodes their yard and
during excessive rain, floods their kitchen. Smith informed
Council that he had contacted the City Attorney and Kramer
Engineering. Jack Kramer examined the area on April 7, and
located the area on the topographical map prepared by hlS flrm
during the developmental stages of the City. It is his opinion
that excess runoff during heavy rains is not coming from the
areas adjacent to the tube, but from the hill Scuth of the
intersection of Sunset/Kansa. It is his suggestion that, first,
the drainage ditch on the South side of Kansa near the
intersection be cleaned and sloped to prevent runoff from
crossing the road. Kramer Englneerlng will be sending a letter
confirming his initial recommendation. Along with acceptance of
Items #3 & #4, it is Smith's recommendation to clean and slope
the referenced dralnage ditch as soon as possible. Following
discussion, Motion by Caldwell, seconded by Bostwick, to accept
the items recommended by Comm1551oner Rivera Smith and explained
by Smith. Motion Carried.

Agenda Item #8 - Corp Lease - 5 yr. Expiration 5/30/99

Smith explalned some of the past history of problems and citizen
misconceptions about our lease. It was the consensus that Smith
advise the Corp of the City's intent to renew the lease and
authorized him to negotiate the terms for approval by the
Governing Body.

Agenda Item #10 - Clty—Wlde Cleanup 1999

The success of the 1998 City-Wide Cleanup was discussed. It was
the consensus of Council that another cleanup be planned again
this year. Smith will contact the Jefferson County Hazardous
Waste personnel to coordinate a date sometime after the May 1,
Garage Sales and will make arrangements for the dumpsters.

Agenda Item #11 - Governmental Affairs Representative

John Smith was commended for the time and effort expended in
representing our City in the following groups and organizations:
Jefferson County 2020 Comprehen31ve Planning Committee,
Transportation 2000 Advisory Committee, Cooperative Cities of
Jefferson County, and the League of Kansas Mun101palltles. Chris
Caldwell consented to represent the City in future meetings of
these groups and will solicit participation by other Council
members as their time will allow.

William Rivera stated that he appreciated the privilege of
serving in the capacity of Councilman and that he took his duties
seriously and hopes his successor will as well. He thanked
fellow Governing Body members and staff for the pleasure and
opportunity to serve and work with them. He expressed hopes that
all citizens will at sometime avail themselves of the opportunity
to serve their community in some capacity either elected or
voluntary.

There being no further business before Council, Motion by Larson,
seconded by Buckman to adjourn. Motion Carried.
