CITY OF OZAWKIE
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING
January 11, 1999

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Schuenight at 7:03 P.M.
Members present: Roger Bostwick, Eric Buckman, Mark Larson and
John Smith. Rivera was absent due to illness in the family.

City Attorney, Steve Montgomery, was also present as requested.

Agenda Item #2 - Approval of Meeting Agenda
Motion by J. Smith, seconded by Larson, to approve the meeting
agenda as presented. Motion Carried.

Agenda Item #3 - Law Enforcement Officer - Certification/Job
Descrlptlon - Law Enforcement Commissioner Larson informed
Council that although an extension to complete part-time law
enforcement training has been received from the Kansas Law
Training Commission and that arrangements had been made for G.
Smith to complete the training with the Pottawatomie County
Sheriff's Department beginning on February 2, 1999, that having
received the Training Program Schedule and required equipment
list, G. Smith chooses not to receive the training. Larson also
called attention to a letter from Jefferson County Communlcatlons
(Dispatch) requlrlng the Law Enforcement Officer be certified in
order to be eligible for all radio and information privileges
available through the County registration under which all
Jefferson County cities operate. G. Smith noted that he would
rather not have the position, however, it was much easier for him
to fill the position and respond than manage another part-time
employee. G. Smith noted that in the fourteen months that the
Police telephone line has been in service, that he has received
only six calls which include three parties dialing a wrong
number. He reiterated that he received all other calls on his
personal or City office number and that in his oplnlon a
dedicated police telephone is not justified. Smith also
commented that in calendar year 1998, he had also provided 337
additional uncompensated patrol hours in excess of the 360
compensated hours provided by the position which does not include
time spent on prov1d1ng Council with a monthly Law Enforcement
time and act1v1ty summary, the analyses of which are the basis
for his decisions and oplnlons. Utility Commissioner Buckman
suggested that compensatlon should be made for the additional
hours at which time Smith noted that he volunteered the time in
order to accumulate information and formulate his opinions
regarding the present law enforcement position and that he would
not accept any additional compensation. In response to a
gquestion, City Attorney Montgomery advised that, as a City of the
Third Class, Kansas Law does not require the Clty to provide
certified law enforcement officers. Following further
discussion, Motion by Larson, seconded by Bostwick, to vacate the
position of City Marshal and establish a p031t10n of "Night
Watchman" in order to relieve the City of certification
responsibilities stated in the present job description, and
continue to employ the present personnel in the same capacity as
he is now currently used. Motion carried with Buckman, Bostwick
and Larson voting yea and J. Smith voting nay. Councilman John
Smith requested that the minutes reflect his opposition to the
motion notlng his support of requlred certification and that in
his opinion, the decision is a step in the wrong direction.
Motion by J. Smith, seconded by Larson that Mayor Schuenlght
direct the City Clerk to draft a job description for the "Night
Watchman" position for presentation and approval at the next
regular meeting. Motion carried.
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Agenda Item #4 - Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance #17

Motion by J. Smith, seconded by Larson, to recess to executive
session for 15 mlnutes to discuss Ordinance 17, Abandoned
Vehicles, citing attorney- -client privilege exceptlon provided by
K.S.A. 75-4319. Council recessed to executive session at 8:00
P.M. The regular meeting resumed at 8:15 P.M. Motion by J.
Smith, seconded by Larson, to establish a future date and time
for a Spec1al Governing Body Meeting for the purpose of a city
inspection tour to establish potential violations of the
Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance #17. Motion carried. It was the
consensus that the date be later set due to present weather
conditions.

Agenda Item #5 - Approval of Consent Items

Motion by J. Smith, seconded by Bostwick, to approve the consent
items consisting of the Minutes of the 12/14/98 Regular Meeting,
12/31/98 Treasurer's Report, and the January Warrant Register
totaling 511,183.17. Follow1ng discussion, Eric Buckman
requested that the Agenda Item #7-Abandoned Vehicles in the
12/14/98 Minutes be amended to read - "Eric Buckman questloned
the present pollcy of requiring a written request for service
from residents prior to initiating enforcement action of City
ordinances. Discussion followed regardlng past and present
enforcement of established Ordinances, in particular, the
Abandoned Vehicle Ordinance. It was the consensus of Council
that violations likely do exist and that the issue be further
discussed at a future meeting with the City Attorney present”.
Larson amended his motion to approve the Consent Items with the
minute with the corrections as requested by Buckman. Motion
seconded by Bostwick. Motion carried.

Agenda Item #6 - Reports

G. Smith reported that as requested, he has contacted Corinne
Miller with the State Department of Health and Environment Office
of Epidemiologic Services and Dave Waldo of Kansas Department of
Health and Environment to obtain more information regarding
Municipal Water Fluoridation. He is contactlng equipment and
chemlcal suppliers for information regarding requlred equipment,
safety issues, and costs associated with the application of
fluoride.

Park Commlssloner Bostwick reported that 95 residences
participated in the Holiday nghtlng Contest with the follow1ng
three residences selected as winners by the non-resident judges:

2nd Place - Everett Boots/Judy Norton - 616 Kansa Dr.

3rd Place - Brad & Terry Tillery - 645 Delaware Dr.
Roger wished to express thanks to all who participated noting
that even though difficult to judge, the added beauty to our City
during the holiday season is well worth the effort and that all
the participants are winners.

Governmental Affairs Commissioner J. Smith reported that. The
next meeting of the Cooperative Cities of Jefferson County will
be on January 25, 1999 at which time the Directors of Economic
Development from Jefferson County and Glacial Hills will be
present to discuss funding. Smith later noted that we have
received a copy of the Transportation 2000 Report which will be
made available to anyone interested. He also added that he had
the opportunity to informally chat with County Commissioner
Geist, the topic of which was the status of revisions to the
County Comprehensive Plan and land use issues mentioned in recent
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local newspaper publlcatlons John also noted that he and
Commissioner Larson will be placed on a future County Planning
and Zoning Agenda to present and answer questions regarding our
Comprehen51ve Plan. Presently the County P&Z are busy with
gathering information and data to update the county-wide
Comprehensive Plan.

Agenda Item #7 - Parking Kansa Drive - 300 Block South

G. Smith related that he has received several inquiries regarding
street parking on the East and West sides of Kansa from Coyote
South to Sunflower, with residents noting the narrow lanes
created when cars are parked on both sides making it difficult
and sometimes impossible to meet and pass an oncoming vehicle.
Mayor Schuenlght added that at times he has been concerned with
children playing in and near the street in the same area. It was
the consensus to table the issue to a future meetlng at which
time the issues as well as possible fair and practical remedies
will be solicited and considered.

Agenda Item #8 - 1999 Kansas Rural Water Convention

Following a request by G. Smith, Motion by J. Smith, seconded by
Larson, to permit G. Smith to attend the Kansas Rural Water
Convention in Wichita, Kansas, March 30 through April 1, 1999,
the costs of which will be paid by or reimbursed by the City.
Motion carried.

Agenda Item #9 - Salary Evaluations

Motion by Larson, seconded by J. Smith, to approve a 2.5% wage
increase for City employees effective w1th the 2/1/99 payroll as
recommended by Mayor Schuenlght Motion Carried. The adjustment
will represent monthly increases as follows:

Closing Comments:
Councilman Buckman asked that the minutes reflect that G. Smith
refused compensation for the 337 hours of unpaid time as City
Marshal.
